The Society of American Military Engineers is once again coordinating “Day with an Engineer” (DWE) as a key component of
Engineer's Week. This event is scheduled for Wednesday, February 25, 2026. The purpose of the event is to allow high school
students the opportunity to gain an understanding of engineering and scientific disciplines by working side by side with experienced
professionals.

o Utilize information provided by you and the students to make sure students interests are appropriately matched with each
firm’s capabilities.
